Messiah  The anointed one.  

Saviour  A person who saves someone or something from danger or 

difficulty (in Christianity) God or Jesus Christ as the redeemer 

of sin and saver of souls.  

Incarnation The traditional Christian belief that God came into the world in 

human flesh in the person of Jesus Christ. 

Transfiguration  Christ's appearance in radiant glory to three of his disciples.  

Prophet A person who speaks for God or a deity, or by divine 
inspiration (in the Old Testament).
